1. CALL TO ORDER: 
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Samantha Marone.

2. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: None.

3. OLD BUSINESS: 
1. 1660 Boston Post Road, Assessor ID Map 181, Lot 019 – application to remove existing foundation and construct a new 4467 sf building with 5 contractor garage bays and two 1-bedroom residential apartments in wetland:
Upon a motion by Dwayne Xenelis, seconded by Mike Engels, it was:
VOTED: Unanimously to approve the application for 1660 Boston Post Road:  
After duly considering all relevant factors…
The Commission makes the finding that the proposal is the most feasible and prudent alternative.  
The Commission has taken into account that the footprint of the building will be reduced from the original size from 4527 sf to 4467 sf.  
The building will also be moved farther from the pond with the closest point being 40 feet away from the pond edge.  
The applicant has proposed all reasonable measures to minimize impacts to the wetlands.
[bookmark: _GoBack]1.  As advised by Richard Snarski, the dock is to remain in place.
2.  All stockpile areas shall be located only where they are shown on the plans.  If additional 
     stockpile areas are needed, the location shall be approved by the IWWC prior to use. 
3.  Erosion controls shall be routinely inspected as per the site plans (weekly and after rain 
events).  Inspection forms shall be completed for each routine inspection.  Inspection forms shall briefly describe the status of existing erosion controls, any erosion control concerns or problem areas along with recommended corrective measures, and note if past recommended corrective measures have been satisfactorily completed.  The inspection forms shall be submitted to the IWWC within three days of the associated site visit.
4.  If the routine erosion control inspections are not completed, the IWWC staff may inspect the 
     site for which the IWWC will charge the applicant.
 5.  Prior to the start of site work, a bond or other surety shall be posted with the Town for the 
      amount of $7,500.00 to cover the costs associated with installation and maintenance of the 
      erosion controls and the routine inspections.  
6.  Any change with the location of the erosion controls closer to the pond on site shall be 
     approved by the IWWC prior to installation.
7.  The contractor shall maintain 200 linear feet (lf) minimum of silt fencing and 100 lf minimum 
     of hay bales (or erosion control sock) for emergency repairs. 16 yards of ¾” stone will be 
     used for emergency control measures.
8.  The Applicant shall allow the IWWC, its staff, or its consultant access to the site to insure 
     compliance with the IWWC permit, site plans, and reports.  
9.  The metal art structure above the foundation in the water is to be removed from the pond to 
     return it to a more natural state, subject to consent of the adjacent property owner.
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2. 7 Pequot Park Road, Assessor ID Map 158, Lot 23 – site plan modification to construct larger size building than what was previously approved, and the associated driveway, septic system, underground utilities and storm drainage:

VOTED: Unanimously to approve the application for 7 Pequot Park Road, as presented.
