1.  505 Seaside Avenue, Map 25, Lot W89, tear down and rebuild of single family residence:

1. Silt fencing will be installed prior to any demolition work.

2. The IWWC Enforcement Officer is to be contacted once installed to approve prior to any demolition work.

A demolition permit must be obtained prior to any work being done. Ms. Wallace will send a memo to the Building Inspector informing him of the wetland issues on this property.

2.   South side of Boston Post Road, East of Cedar Lane, Map 28, Lot S116, grading, parking area, retaining wall, reserve sanitary system, storm-water bio-filter and plantings in regulated area:
This application is tabled due to the request of the applicant that the Public Hearing be postponed until the April Meeting.
3.   Horse Hill Road, Map 62, Lots 61, 61A & 70 for roadway construction for a 12-lot conservation subdivision:
Engineer Bob Doane was present representing the applicant (J.J. Russo & Son). Mr. Doane stated that he is before this commission for continued discussion regarding the status of this
