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CORRECTED MINUTES OF THE REGULAR IWWC MEETING

NOVEMBER 4, 2009

1.  Call To Order:

Chairman David Stein called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Public Comment Period:

Damien Ranelli of 43 Chapman Beach Road stated that he has noticed a lot of working going on at the Beech Plum Inn located at 1935 Boston Post Road. They have put in a driveway on the south east corner of the property by Waldron Drive and believe that there are wetlands in that area. He is asking the Commission to review the activity going on and make a determination if a permit should be obtained. 
3.  OLD BUSINESS:

1.  Establishing Bond for 28 and 80 Flat Rock Place, Lorensen dealership

Engineer Matt White was present as well as applicant Jon Lorensen were present.  The Commission needs to determine the type of bond that will be required and the amount of the bond. Commission Engineer has estimated $101,718.00 for #80 Flat Rock Place and $185,052.00 for #28 Flat Rock Place.  The bond needs to be posted before construction can begin. Matt White stated that he feels that the amounts estimated by Bob Wheway are higher than his estimate. There was discussion whether the bond should be a surety bond or cash bond. Up to this point, this Commission has always required cash bonds, but the town does approve of surety bonds and Bob Wheway is alright with it also.  Heidi Wallace stated if a surety bond is requested, she will have to contact Attorney Bates for the correct paperwork.

Upon a motion by David Stein, seconded by Al Quarti, it was:

VOTED: Unanimously to approve a bond of $101,718.00 for #80 Flat Rock Place and

 $185,052.00 for #28 Flat Rock Place and that a surety bond be the type of bond used.

4.  NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Sidewalk at high school – declaratory ruling

Heidi Wallace stated that Town Planner Meg Parulis needs the Commission to make a declaratory ruling that the application for the repaving of McVeagh Road including sidewalks be exempt. The funds to do this work are from the Federal Stimulus Package.
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Upon a motion by David Stein, seconded by Samantha Crowley, it was:

VOTED: Unanimously to make a declaratory ruling that the activity of the repaving of 

McVeagh Road, including sidewalks, is exempt from an IWWC application due to public safety and that there will be no significant impact to the wetlands.

D.  Staff Report:
Heidi Wallace stated that she went and looked at 1935 Boston Post Road, and there has been a lot of tree cutting, a new curb cut and a building that was seasonal that is now year round living units. There has been a lot of fill and an increase of water on the south west corner of the property. Heidi Wallace and Chairman Stein will look to see if there is a site plan on record and if there is a violation on the property. If there is a cease & desist order will be issued.
The remainder of the IWWC Enforcement Officer report was distributed and discussed.

2.  855 Horse Hill Road, Map 52, Lot W53, W53A, W69 & W60A – 12 lot subdivision with wetland crossing

Engineer Bob Doane was present representing applicants Aimee and Glenn Miele. Mr. Doane stated that this property is a 52 acre parcel on the west side of Horse Hill Road. This property came before the commission on a prior application a few years ago when it was combined with the property located north of the parcel. They have been approved for a 12 lot conventional sub-division. They are now coming forward with an application for a 12 lot conservation sub-division. There is a proposed crossing of the wetlands and a proposed area of 2600 sq. ft. of fill in a wetland for the development of the road.  Eventually the road will connect to a northern property. Each lot will have individual well and septic. Each lot will be developed outside the 100’ review area. 26.8 acres will become open space. Drainage calculations have been submitted. Soil Scientist Richard Snarski will be working on this project.

VOTED: Unanimously to accept the application and declare it a significant activity.
